DVLNI Replaces Old Vehicle Log Books

The Northern Ireland green vehicle logbooks are being phased out and replaced with a new “Harmonised Registration Certificate” or V5C.  The move has been made to conform to an EU directive, which came into force on June 2004.  

DVLNI have also plans to waive the administration charge of upgrading a restricted D1 licence to a full D1 licence.
